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Why water gets hard and how it’s softened
All of the fresh water in the world originally falls as rain, snow or sleet. Surface water is 
drawn upward by the sun, forming clouds. Then nearly pure and soft as it starts to fall, it be-
gins to collect impurities as it passes through smog and dust laden atmosphere. As it seeps 
through soil and rocks it gathers hardness, rust, acid, unpleasant tastes and odors. Water 
hardness is caused primarily by limestone dissolved from the earth by rainwater. Because 
of this, in earlier times people who wanted soft water collected rainwater from roofs in rain 
barrels before it picked up hardness from the earth.

Today, EWT research and technology have combined to produce an appliance that 
removes hardness (dissolved rock) using ion exchange resins, which have superior 
ability to attract and capture the dissolved hardness impurities in water. EWT water 
conditioning IQ resin is the result of such research. Here’s how it works in your water 
conditioner.

1. Your EWT Gold Range water conditioner directs the flow of household water
through a column of EWT IQ resin. The beads of IQ resin remove the hardness
impurities from the water and hold them. When they can hold no more, they must
be recharged, which is usually set to 2am in the morning when you're not using
any water. On your yearly check we will ensure your unit is performing to its
optimum.

2. Next, the filtered sediment is flushed to the drain. The EWT IQ resin is automatical-
ly bathed by a salt solution (brine), removing hardness impurities. It is then rinsed
free of excess brine. Now your EWT Gold range water conditioner is again ready to
soften more water. Under normal conditions, this cycle can be repeated indefinitely
as the resin lasts for years, provided your unit is maintained correctly.

Will my family be deprived of minerals necessary to 
good health if they are drinking water softened by the 
ion exchange process?
No. The human body gains the minerals necessary to good 
health primarily through eating foods, not through drinking 
water. The body may absorb or use the minerals in water but, 
in most cases, the amount would not be significant. In order 
for a person to obtain sufficient minerals from water, it would 
be necessary to drink many gallons daily. In general, neither 
a water with a high mineral content, nor a fully softened wa-
ter, could be considered a significant source of minerals. In 
contrast, one glass of milk provides the mineral equivalent of 
multiple gallons of ordinary well water. (Cows milk contains 
about 8,000 milligrams per litre of dissolved minerals.)

Is the sodium in softened water harmful to people on 
restrictive diets?
The amount of sodium in softened water is miniscule compared to other normal dietary sourc-
es of sodium. In fact, ion exchange softening of water with even 75 grains per gallon of 
total water hardness (the average water hardness in the UK would be 20 grains per gallon) 
would add less sodium to the drinking water than is allowed in beverages, meeting the U.S. 
Food and Drug Administration regulations for “Low Sodium” labelling. In establishing a salt-
free diet for patients, physicians should not overlook the fact that even hard water may contain 
appreciable amounts of sodium.

Should softened water be used for watering house plants or for sprinkling the garden 
lawn?
Where the amount of hardness minerals in the water is only moderate (less than 10gpg – 
average water hardness is 20gpg), it is doubtful whether the sodium concentration would be 
sufficient to be a serious hazard to plants. Most house plants require specific acid soils. If 
there is a high hardness concentration in the water being softened, the necessarily higher 
sodium concentration of the soft water may be harmful to plants.

How much salt does my unit use?
It depends on your water usage but on average 1 bag every 6-8 weeks.

What type of salt should I use?
We recommend a crystal salt, it comes in 25kg bags. Purchase online and get free delivery.

Does a water softener have any harmful effect on a septic tank? 
Several studies have been done to determine the exact nature of water softener recharge 
waste effluents and their effects on private sewage disposal systems. These studies evaluated 
3 major areas, all dealing with the effect of effluents developed during the recharge of house-
hold water softeners. First, it is important to study the effect of dissolved salts in softener 
recharge effluents on biological action in septic tank systems. These studies demonstrated 
that recharge effluent from water softeners had no harmful effect on the biological action in 
a septic tank and that the recharge waste effluents may actually stimulate biological action. 
Water softener regeneration wastes demonstrated no adverse effects on home aerobic waste 
water treatment plant performance, even when stressed by loading at a use rate simulating 
ten persons (twice the average use rate). There was no difference in performance between 
days in which the plant received regeneration wastes and days in which it did not.
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TIME OF RECHARGE 
During recharge, hard water is automatically by-passed into the house lines. Recharge time 
is factory set to start at about 2am, when most families are not using water.

FREQUENCY OF RECHARGE
There are twelve stainless steel tabs on the wheel marked ‘Y’ on diagram opposite, which 
program the regeneration frequency. When all 12 tabs are pulled out, the unit will recharge 
every day. If every second tab is in, recharge will occur every second day. Remember, pull out 
to recharge, push in to skip. Suggestion: Pull out 1 pin per person i.e. if you have 4 people in the 
house, pull out pins 3, 6, 9,12. Or call us at EWT with your water hardness and we will give you 
a more accurate setting.

SALT SETTING
This is factory set. You do not need to change it. Manual recharge for more softening capacity.

(Diagram here shows time set to just before 3pm)

For a Manual regeneration turn the Knob (X) clockwise to the REGEN position. Release.

Basic Menu Settings
After you become familiar with adjusting the settings proceed with the adjustments out-
lined on the next page.

MENU 1: MEASUREMENT UNITS. 
Defaults to metric. This sets the measurement 
units on the unit. We recommend leaving at 
metric to match this EWT manual. 

MENU 2: REGENERATION TYPE. 
This is set to Meter delayed by default we rec-
ommend leaving this value.

MENU 3: CURRENT DATE. 
Click set ‘YE’ flashes use the up down arrows 
to adjust the year then click set. MO’ will flash 
repeat until the date is set correctly.

MENU 4: CURRENT TIME. 
Setting the current time is very important. In-
correct time will cause the unit to regenerate 
at the wrong time of the day. Reset the current 
time after power outages and daylight savings 
time changes.

MENU 5: REGENERATION TIME. 
Set the time of the day that you would like 
the unit to regenerate. We recommend 
using 2 am when the water supply is not in 
use. Re-set the regeneration time after power 
outages and daylight saving time changes. 

MENU 6: REGENERATION TIME 
This has been pre-set for you, we recommend 
you do not change it. 

MENU 7: REG CAP. 
This has been pre-set for you, we recommend 
you do not change it.

MENU 8: BACKWASH PRE SET
This has been pre-set for you, we recommend 
you do not change it.

MENU 9: BRINE PRE SET 
This has been pre-set for you, we recommend 
you do not change it.

Following these simple precautions will help assure continued trouble free service, and keep 
your EWT Water Conditioner looking like new for years.

Do not place heavy objects on top of the salt storage tank or timer case.

Use only mild soap and warm water when cleaning the exterior of the conditioner. Nev-
er use harsh, abrasive cleaning compounds or those which contain acid, such as vinegar, 
bleach and similar products.

WARNING: Protect your water conditioner and the entire drain line from freezing tem-
peratures.
DANGER: If your unit should freeze, do not attempt to disassemble it. Call EWT.

The timer is very accurate. Keep setting correct to assure recharging at the proper time.

HOW MUCH SALT SHOULD I PUT INTO TANK?
You can fill the brine tank to the top with salt and when it gets down to the last 4-5 inches refill 
the tank. The average water conditioner uses 1 bag of salt per 6-8 weeks.

TO CLEAN OUT THE SALT STORAGE TANK
A periodic clean-out of the Salt Storage Tank is necessary to keep your EWT Conditioner at 
peak operating efficiency. Do it at least every 2 years when the salt supply is low. Follow this 
procedure step-by-step.

Tools needed:
• Scoop
• Clean, bucket size container
• Garden hose
• Household scrub brush or sponge

Remove the salt storage tank cover and the cap from the brine valve chamber.

If you’d like to save any clean, dry salt remaining in the tank, remove it and place it in a 
clean container.

Using a scoop dig out and discard as much remaining salt, water and debris as possible.

Lay the salt tank on its side and direct a brisk stream of water from your garden hose to its 
inside to rinse out all of the residue.

Using a household scrub brush and a mild soapy solution, clean the salt plate. This will 
complete the tank cleaning.

Fill the salt storage tank with 4 to 6 inches of water.

Fill the tank with salt to within a few inches from the top.

Replace salt storage tank cover.

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BEFORE YOU CALL FOR SERVICE

If you unexpectedly experience hard water, make these simple checks before calling EWT. One 
of the following conditions may be the reason for your interruption of service. 

Check the following:

POWER SUPPLY
Check your power supply cord. Is it plugged fully into the electric outlet? Be certain that the 
outlet does not have a wall switch, which has been turned off. Reset conditioner to the proper 
time of day and then plug in.*

BLOWN FUSE
Check the house fuse or circuit breaker panel. Replace a blown-out fuse or reset an open circuit 
breaker.

POWER FAILURE
Any interruption in your power supply, or time changes such as daylight savings will disrupt 
your conditioner’s recharge schedule by causing the timer to run off schedule. Reset timer to 
proper time-of-day*.
* Reset instructions: see page 16 for timer controlled valve and 18 for meter controlled valve.

SALT SUPPLY
Check it. Refill if necessary and wait approximately four hours for the salt to dissolve before 
initiating a recharge cycle.

NO WATER
If you aren’t getting any water flow at all, make sure your water supply is working. Open a tap 
ahead of the conditioner (outside tap) to see if you have any water pressure.

CONTINUOUS FLOW TO DRAIN
If water runs to drain continuously, check to make sure unit is not in recharge. If it is re-
charging, allow unit to finish the cycle, then reset time-of-day if necessary. If the unit is not in 
recharge, contact EWT. See page 16 for timer controlled unit and page 18 for meter controlled 
unit.

SALT BRIDGING
Salt ‘bridging’ occurs when a space is formed between the salt and the water preventing the 
salt from dissolving in the water to make brine. No brine – No soft conditioned water! High 
humidity and/or use of some brands of purified salt products may cause a salt bridge to form. 
The best way to check and eliminate a salt bridging problem is to take a broom handle or sim-
ilar instrument and make a mark 20 inches from the end. Then carefully begin to probe down 
through the salt with the instrument. Should an obstruction be found before the mark on your 
instrument reaches the rim of the salt storage tank, a salt bridge is likely to have formed. Con-
tinue to probe and break up the bridge.
